Drugs at Newgate
Daily we have 9 drug rounds, starting at
8.00 am running through to 11.00 pm.
We are able to administer ongoing 
medication such as skin creams, ear and
eye drops, oral drugs and non
intravenous injections (such as insulin).

In the past we have not made a charge
for this service, but due to the increased
number of pets on medication we
have had to review this situation.  From 
February 2013, pets will not receive the
discount for length of stay if they are on
more than simple medication. This means
they will be charged at the 1 to 3 day rate whatever the length of stay. We don’t want
to be seen to penalise clients for having poorly pets but we hope you can appreciate the
cost implications of which we can no longer absorb into the daily rate.
