The good news is that you didn’t waste your time filling out
an update form in 2018. The bad news is that this year to
meet the new regulations you will need to fill out a new
registration form for each of your pets, sorry and thank you
for your co-operation, in advance!

Blowing hot &Cold
A question we are often asked in the winter, “Will my
pet be warm enough?” Then during last year’s
wonderful summer, quite the opposite, “Will my pet be
cool enough?” The answer is a double Yes. Due to the
design of all the pet accommodation we are able to keep
a constant temperature of 21 degrees, throughout the
year. All the brick buildings are cavity wall insulated with
UPVC double glazed windows and doors. Surrounding
trees combined with low eaves, vents and windows
ensure a cool summer. Whilst for the winter we have our
Austrian made ETA biomass boiler. We have a
delivery of woodchip every 2 weeks. This is “blown” into
our hanger sized fuel store, an auger then delivers the
wood chip to the 130 KW boiler which in turn heats up
the 2,200 litre buffer. A very big pump then sends the
hot water to 145 separate radiators which keep us all
nice and toastie!
